The project “Youth Over Pandemic: A New Idea of Civic Participation for the Future” is promoted
by Union of Municipalities Valli del Patri (Italy) with the aim to create a thematic Network of Towns
for raising awareness about priority matters linked to the impact of COVID-19 on the future of EU
by encouraging citizens, and particularly young people, to participate actively by helping them, to
find their place in society and to contribute to build the new European Deal.

The project wants to strengthen a strong fruitful cooperation between partner from lItaly, Poland,
Portugal, Romania, Croatia, Estonia, Greece, Hungary, Slovakia, Malta, Sweden, Czech Repubilic,
Spain, Latvia and Bulgaria, with a huge European representativeness and a big geographical
dimension.
